Lydia L. Stickerod Scholarship


The Lydia L. Stickerod Scholarship has been endowed in the Northwest Foundation, Inc. for entering freshmen at Northwest Missouri State University in Maryville, Missouri.  Descendants of Jacob and Catherine Stickerod who settled near Rock Port in the 1850’s will be given preference to the award. If no descendants apply, a recipient will be selected from all eligible applicants from Tarkio High School in Tarkio, Missouri or Rock Port High School in Rock Port, Missouri. The award will be in the amount of $1,000 for the academic year.  Recipients of the Lydia L. Stickerod Scholarship will show demonstrated active participation in school and community activities, and financial need. 

Eligibility requirements will be based upon the following criteria:


1. Descendants of Jacob and Catherine Stickerod who settled near Rock Port, Missouri, in the 1850’s will be given preference. It will be up to the applicant to prove lineage.

2. If not a Stickerod descendant, applicants must be high school graduating seniors in the spring of 2014 from Tarkio High School in Tarkio, Missouri or Rock Port High School in Rock Port, Missouri.

3. Applicants must have a minimum high school cumulative GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale (or equivalent).

4. Applicants must have a minimum ACT composite score of 21.

5. Applicants must submit a listing of school and community activities.

6. Application must show demonstration of financial need.

7. Eligible recipients must be entering freshmen at Northwest Missouri State University in Maryville, Missouri.

8. Eligible recipients must be enrolled as full time-students.

9. The scholarships will be distributed in two equal amounts for the fall and spring trimesters.
